Please label each entry with the 

child’s name and class. This makes it easier for the judges. This will be judged on Wednesday 9th April 

and will need collecting from school on Thursday 10th April (the last day of term).

They will perform a song or a poem and then 

come out onto the playground. You are welcome to come and watch this. The children will perform with 

their class before leaving again.
